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Abstract

The article is devoted to an interesting archeological discovery made in
L’viv. It is a writing tool made of bronze. It has the form of a rod pointed on
one side, which ended in a flat blade with a cross-shaped slot at the other end.
The tradition of using such tools for teaching literacy and short writing dates
back to ancient times. They were called “stylus” in Latin and “stylos” in
Greek, while in Kyivan Rus such tools were called “pysalo” (“a writing
tool”). The sharp end of the tool was used to scratch inscriptions on a waxed
board, birch bark, clay, plaster or even a lead plate. The written word was
corrected or completely smoothed out with a spatula. Mapping of writing
instruments of this type (10 finds) shows their obvious concentration in the
modern territory of western Ukraine and partly in neighboring Belarus and
Poland, which were a part of the Halychyna and Volyn Principality in the
twelfth and thirteenth centuries.

These writing tools were also used for writing on birch bark (so-called
birch-bark manuscripts). Three manuscripts of this type, one of which has
been preserved in full and which deals with the repayment of the debt, were
found near L’viv, in ancient Zvenyhorod. The writing tool found in L’viv also
suggests the existence of a literacy school in the city, the main task of which

was to teach children to read and write. In the oldest city of L’viv region,
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namely Belz, known since 1030, the traces of such school were found. They
are reported by written sources, which also contain data on the spread of
literacy and writing among the elite of the time. However, written sources do
not have any information about the literacy of ordinary city residents.
Archaeologists in many cities of the Halychyna and Volyn Principality found
writing instruments and objects with Cyrillic inscriptions. These findings,
among which the most important are the above-mentioned writing tools, show
that such a cultural phenomenon was characteristic not only of the elite part of
society, but also of many members of the “silent majority” of the urban

population.

Abstract

An essential part of the lexical fund of the Ukrainian language is
terminology, which actively develops and interacts with other language
subsystems. During the scientific and technological progress, biological
terminology intensively penetrates into fiction and journalistic texts,
colloquial speech, and also becomes one of the sources of enrichment of the
lexical and phraseological structure of the Ukrainian language.

The article analyzes phraseology which originates in the field of biological
sciences. Phraseologisms recorded in dictionaries are considered, as well as
new phraseologisms which are on the way to phraseologization and widely
used in the media, speech of ordinary speakers, fiction, but not codified in
phraseological dictionaries. It is established that usually the process of
determinologization takes place before the process phraseologization.

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Abstract

Based on the material of Ukrainian written sources, different in genres and
styles, an attempt was made to create a linguistic portrait of Ukrainians of the
16th — 18th centuries. This article is the second of a planned series of
publications. The linguistic portrait of the speakers of the Ukrian language of
the 16th — 18th centuries was created using phrases with the pivotal
component cepye. The described phrases had a high frequency of use and
different grammatical characteristics, but most importantly, they were verbal
illustrators of cordocentrism, which is the main characteristic of the mentality
of Ukrainians.

The lexeme cepye has a rich compatibility with adjectives regarding the
conceptual concepts of Christianity they denote. The Christian was constantly
faced with the dilemma of choice — good or evil, virtue or sin. So his
aspirations are expressed by verbal designations opposite in content. That is
why the analyzed adjectives-attributives near the substantive cepye form two
nests of synonyms: 1) synonyms of the first nest live in the lexical-semantic
field of lexemes kindness, godliness, righteousness, honesty, purity, sincerity,
sacrifice, etc.; 2) synonyms of another nest live in the lexical-semantic field of

lexemes godlessness, evil, superficiality, sin, hypocrisy, accessibility, etc.

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Abstract

The article analyzes Western Ukrainian folk prayers from Galicia, which
were collected and published in the late nineteenth - early twentieth century
by a prominent Ukrainian scientist and writer Ivan Franko in a collection
entitled "Galician-Russian folk tales." Attention is paid to the study of
regional names of folk prayers, their short paremic form is pointed out. Three
main thematic groups of folklore works (individual-protective, family,
industrial-economic) and their available varieties are considered. A subgroup
of humorous folk prayers and parody prayers in Ivan Franko's records is
singled out. Important information about the identity of the performer of these
paremic works has been systematized. The geography of the distribution of
folk prayers in the historical and ethnographic regions of Western Ukraine,
whose affiliation is usually associated with Boykivshchyna, Hutsulshchyna,
Podillya, Opillya and Volyn, is raised.

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Abstract

The basis of professional communication in any field is a special
terminology, which is improved along with the development of the relevant
profession. For museology, as for any other branch of science, culture, or art,
the terminological component is no less important. Recently, scientific circles
have clearly seen an increase in interest in museology, its theoretical
understanding, improvement of the professional urgent apparatus, which
indicates positive changes in the field.

The term system of natural-museum affairs according to the number of
involvement of components consists of two structural types: synthetic (one-
component) and analytical (two-component, three-component, and
multicomponent) terms. In the natural-museum terminology, the terminology
is one of the main means of professional nomination. The article is devoted to
the study of the structural organization of terms of natural-museum affairs. It
is found out that in the Ukrainian term system of natural-museum affairs the
multicomponent terms arise based on two-component terms due to the further
concretization of their value, reflecting the process of development and
complication of scientific concepts occupy a prominent place and quantitative
analysis was performed. It is determined that within the three-component term
units of the studied industry according to the structural model noun +
adjective + noun formed 36% of the total number of three-component term
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units, according to the structural model adjective + noun + noun — 42%,
according to the structural model adjective + adjective + noun — 14%,

according to the structural model noun + noun + noun — 8%.

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Abstract

The aim of this article is to consider the use of Ukrainian Literature in the
process of teaching-learning Ukrainian as a Foreign Language. While
Literature teaching has been at the forefront of the EFL learning environment
since the 1980s, Ukrainian linguists have not paid necessary attention to this
field of study. That's why this article aims to raise awareness on the
significance of literature teaching, illustrate the contribution that literature can
make to the learners’ language enrichment: the development of reading skills,
higher literacy and communicative competence. Also, this paper presents
evidence that Ukrainian fiction books can be effectively used not just to
acquire Ukrainian as a foreign language but also to explore cross-cultural
values, develop tolerance and awareness of difference, and thus benefit
learners in personal growth. Through the comparing emotions of the
characters in the reading text with their own learners can get important
insights about themselves and the world around them.

It is emphasized that special attention needs to be given to fiction studies as
a main mean of developing sociocultural competence.

The research paper outlines the adaptation strategy and the system of
exercises to literary texts for foreign students, describes some of the
approaches that are worth using when literature is taught and traces how

“traditionally” used techniques and methods make it harder for students to
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appreciate studying literature in Content and Language Integrated Learning

context.

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Abstract

The article deals a brief history of teaching the Ukrainian language at the
Department of Ukrainian Studies for 12 years of its work, as well as outlines
the main achievements and prospects of this center at Hankuk University of
Foreign Studies. The peculiarities of the education system in the Republic of
Korea, the form of education, the attitude of students to the educational
process, the problems of the first years of teaching the Ukrainian language at
the Department of Ukrainian Studies at the Hankuk University of Foreign
Studies are highlighted. Special attention is paid to scientific and
methodological activities (development and publication their own textbooks)
and publishing activities at the Department of Ukrainian Studies, in particular,
the Korean Journal of Ukrainian Studies (KJUS, 2020) — the first journal of
Ukrainian studies not only in Korea but also in the world. Among the
prospects that need to be addressed as a matter of priority are: certification of
knowledge of Korean students, the problem of state scholarships (exchange
programs at the expense of Ukraine) and support of Ukrainian studies centers
abroad by state institutions of Ukraine.
